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Design award for extraordinary color schemes

Armstrong DLW linoleum collection earns 2006 iF product design award

The Armstrong DLW linoleum collection was honored this year with the internationally renowned iF product design award in the Public Design/Interior Design category. The collection was acclaimed by a 21-member jury of distinguished design experts from around the world who evaluated a total of 1,952 submissions. Along with functionality, choice of materials and environmental friendliness, the most important iF product design award criteria include degree of innovation, design quality and visualization of use. 

The jury gave particular recognition to the diversity and extraordinary composition of colors featured in the new Armstrong DLW linoleum collection. Together with Milan and New York-based architect and designer Adalberto Dal Lago, the Armstrong marketing team, led by Markus Deimling, developed a palette of 131 colors perfectly matched to the various patterns of the collection's seven linoleum structures. Armstrong drew on its extensive color database in making the selections for each structure. The colors were specially chosen to combine with optimum effect, allowing the arrangement of complete color schemes. 

The jury was extremely impressed by the collection's "World of Colours" pattern book, which presents the original patterns according to color gradient. Conceived to meet the needs of architects and interior designers, the Armstrong planning tool presents the latest in color scheme trends. The schemes propose combinations of colors for interior use, while highlighting current and future trends in color composition. "Natural Harmony," for instance, visualizes possible earth-tone schemes such as ochre, sand and olive. "Pure Sensuality" brings together warm, intense reds, and "Inner Tranquility" presents combinations of somewhat muted blues and grays that convey a sense of serenity and calm. "Spiritual Energy" communicates the creative forces of aboriginal peoples, while "Fresh Mobility" encompasses a robust, intense palette. 

The color schemes illustrate the creative possibilities of Armstrong DLW linoleum products for architects and interior designers. Linoleum is presented as a highly modern design material that enriches contemporary architecture and offers excellent functionality. 

Linoleum has a rich tradition in design history, and is a lasting favorite among architects. In recognition of creative product developments over the years, and the material's contemporary popularity, the new Armstrong collection is fittingly introduced with a leitmotif inspired by a well-known work in linoleum by Peter Behrens titled "Kreis und Quadrat" (Circle and Square). This work of art from 1905 is reinterpreted with contemporary colors from the new Armstrong collection.
