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Armstrong at BAU 2009
Color system for environmentally sustainable flooring
BAU 2009 from 12 to 17 January in Munich attracted more than 211.000 visitors from 152 countries, 1.924 exhibitors took part in the six-day event, which is Europe’s most important trade fair for architecture, materials and systems for buildings and interiors. The 180.000 m² of space were fully booked. Outstanding themes at BAU were energy-efficient and sustainable building. To go with Armstrong presented the new DLW Linoleum Collection. Armstrong went to the nature’s vast array of perfectly harmonizing nuances in color for inspiration in designing the latest palettes for the new Collection. The comprehensive color system is closely based on the “color sphere” conceived by Johannes Itten. Nature and sustainability were not just the motto for the Collection, but also for the Armstrong trade show presentation. 
LAVA – Laboratory for Visionary Architecture, Stuttgart/Sydney, was responsible for the spectacular design of the exhibition stand. The outstanding qualities of linoleum acted as the starting point for the concept. In addition to the aspect of sustainability, it above all involved the design options offered by the versatile color palette and the wide scope for installation. The whole stand was covered with DLW Linoleum – floor, stairs, walls, ceilings, the bar and even the tables and chairs. The colors blue, white and green in different shades imitated the nature in a camouflage-pattern and it refers again to the main issue sustainability. The fair was once more a success for Armstrong, especially the quality of the architecture-like presentation appealed to the main target group architects. Armstrong had 851 registered contacts, around 300 of them were architects.
